On 30th June, the period of grace given to pupils without papers and their parents will be up.  Millions of children and their families at risk of expulsion will see their plans for the future annihiliated.  With our combined resources we can give our support by sponsoring them.

What does it does it mean to be a sponsor?

· to be concerned by the situation of a young person without papers facing deportation

· to want to offer help and protection to such a person


What does a sponsor commit to?

1. Meeting the youth and getting to know their file

2. Giving their contact number(s) to the youth being sponsored and to RESF
3. Accept his name to appear on a list of sponsors

4. Stating their availability in the Hérault region over the summer

5. Supporting the youth when needed and mobilising RESF 
6. Being present at the Administrative Tribunal

You can help in other ways too, such as accompanying the youth in their administrative appeals (helping them recount their story, composing letters to support their case...).  It is also possible to form more personal bonds with the youths.

How does it work?   4 to 5 sponsors for every 3 young people under threat

Sponsors will be linked with RESF. They will be informed of any changes, both general and particular, in the youths' situations.  In the case of an imminent threat of deportation, RESF will take decisions and implement actions as a group, with the youth's consent.

Sponsors will be gathered at an initial meeting on the situation and rights of young people without papers and the general workings of the sponsorship system
